The Garret Creek Mitigation Bank (Bank) has achieved all performance standards outlined in the 
Mitigation Bank Instrument (MBI). This 2017 Informal Monitoring Summary memorandum is provided 
to report on the condition of the Bank and includes background information, a qualitative assessment of 
site condition, maintenance information, photo documentation, and credit ledger as of November 21, 
2017.  

Background Information 

The Bank is owned and operated by Garret Creek Mitigation Bank, LLC, in Molalla, Clackamas County, 
Oregon (Figure 1). The Bank lies at the confluence of Garret and Rock Creeks and was developed to 
offset unavoidable impacts to wetlands of the U.S. and State due to development in the Molalla – Pudding 
watershed, Hydrologic Unit Code 17090009.  

The Bank is located at 33711 S. Dryland Road, between Molalla and Canby, in Clackamas County, Oregon. 
The Bank is contained within three tax lots (51E2300500, 51E2300501, and 51E2300502) and located 
within Section 23, Township 5 South, Range 1 East. 

The Garret Creek MBI was signed by the DSL and the Portland District Corps in July 2008, and the site 
was graded the same summer. The site was planted during winter 2008-2009, and the first year of 
formal monitoring began during the spring of 2009.   The Bank is eligible to earn 15.49 wetland 
mitigation credit, and 220 stream credits (each credit is equivalent to 1 cubic yard of fill below the 
Ordinary High Water Mark). Mitigation bank development included wetland restoration, wetland 
enhancement, riparian enhancement, stream restoration, and upland buffer enhancement. The Garret 
Creek MBI was produced by Jones & Stokes Associates in 2008. 

Qualitative Assessment 

The mitigation bank was visited on July 18, 2017 by the IRT co-chairs for the annual agency tour. Agency 
staff observed the site continues to develop into a native-dominated forested community. Trees are 
continuing to grow in height and aerial cover and the understory remains predominantly native.  

Photos were taken on September 3, 2017 from standard photo points and are provided as Appendix A. 

DSL also identified encroachment of farming practices into portions of the site buffer in two locations 
during 2017: along the border of the south field and adjacent agricultural fields, and near the irrigation 
pond (Appendix B) Garret Creek and the IRT agreed to mark the encroachment areas in the field with 
metal T-posts and install native plantings per the original site planting plan. The plantings would then 
be monitored qualitatively and with photo documentation. Project credits will not be adjusted. 



Garret Creek marked the boundary in the field using a hand held GPS unit with sub meter accuracy, with 
original project boundary shape files loaded to navigate the boundary. T-posts were installed at regular 
intervals to clearly mark the corrected boundary. Plants will be installed during winter 2017-2018 when 
bare root stock are available, and the plant installation will be documented in the subsequent site 
monitoring memo. 

Site Maintenance  

One half day of weed treatment spot spray was completed by a crew of 2 workers during May 2017. The 
few weeds present are scattered in small patches, and the high cover of native species appears to be 
preventing any broad expansion of weeds. Trash is also removed once or twice a year, requiring 
approximately 1 hour each occurrence. Trash primarily occurs along Gibson Road. 

Garret Creek sold 3.34 credit sales occurred during 2017 to date; the credit ledger is provided as 
Appendix C.
